Scoutmaster Kit

The concept of a Scoutmaster Kit is a 1 box tool kit to be able to put on a spontaneous training program for the troop at any time.  The box goes to every meeting and on every outing.  It’s there for planned programs, for those times the Scoutmaster needs to catch up a few scouts that are behind in a “side” session to the usual meeting, or for those times when the plan just didn’t quite come together for a meeting.  Scouts can always use a refresher on the basic skills and these can easily be turned in to competitions to become a game for a meeting or an outing.
